Christ said that
to a five-sensory species. Now it's changed a little bit. Intend for your neighbor what you want
your neighbor to intend for you. That's the golden rule.

So | was in San Francisco riding a motorcycle, leather jacket, experimenting with some light
drugs like marijuana and LSD, when | got invited to a meeting of physicists at the Lawrence
Berkeley Laboratory and | decided to go because | never studied physics or mathematics, |
was a liberal arts major and | wanted to see what they were like. It was a Friday afternoon
meeting and the physicist who brought it together was a wonderful woman, rotund, jolly. Her
name was Elizabeth Rauscher. | love her and she allowed me to come to the meeting and at
this meeting. The physicists there were asking the question are we experimenting with the
reality, are we creating the reality that we're experimenting with? And that was exactly the
question that | and my group of arrogant young white males were discussing in the coffee
shops in North Beach where | was living, except this was not a coffee shop conversation.
These were some of the most respected theoretical physicists, and | was so excited. | couldn't
explain what excited me. When | got home, | felt like I'd had three cups of cappuccino. Sparks
were coming off my fingertips, but | couldn't say why. So | asked Elizabeth if | could come back
the next Friday and she said yes, oh, and so | began to.



Slowly | started reading books. | went to used bookstores | didn't have the money for new
bookstores and slowly | began to get a grasp of some of the things, like Niels Bohr's
complementarity, werner Heisenberg's uncertainty principle, erwin Schrédinger's cat paradox,
and as | got familiar with some of these things, | wanted to share it. | went to a meeting of
physics and consciousness at Esalen, which is a retreat center in California, and there | met a
physicist. Actually, he was a Tai Chi master who studied physics at the National Taiwan
University, and he gave me the brilliant creative framework for this book that | knew at that
moment | wanted to write, called the Dancing Wooly Masters, about quantum physics, but
without mathematics because | didn't know any, and written for people like me. That was my
first gift to life. Before that, everything was for me, for me, for me, for me. That was my first gift
to life. Before that, everything was for me, for me, for me, for me. And as | was writing this
book, | asked the physicists there if they would help me, and they all said yes, almost all of
them and | began writing, and with each chapter | began writing, and with each chapter | would
create an outline, but almost immediately the outline that | created became uninteresting to me.

It was replaced by my excitement at another thought that swept away the outline. So | always
started writing about the new thought and | would follow it to the end, and then the chapter
would come to an end. | didn't know the chapters came to an end by themselves, but they do.
At least these did, and | was in the process of doing this once, creating and explaining
something about quantum physics that | was just beginning to understand, when | realized |
didn't have the thought, it didn't occur to me. | experienced non-physical reality. | realize that
I'm not writing this alone. It's not possible to create alone, because it's impossible to be alone.
Every creation is a co-creation. And it wasn't light coming from heaven, it wasn't even thunder.
It was just there, it was there everywhere. It was there non-physical reality, and it's been there
for me ever since. That was a part of the answer to the question you asked and non-physical
reality began to play, to be a more and more real occurrence in my life. | wasn't seeing ghosts
or angels, but | was finding some things more meaningful than others, and those are the things
that | started to follow. So, in the course of this, my life became all of those things that you
mentioned.

Actually, this came after Kansas, where | grew up. It came after Harvard. It came after the
Army, where | was a paratrooper. It came after my experiments with treasure hunting. It came
after | moved to San Francisco and while | was in San Francisco. That's when this happened.

| was in my mid-30s and since then my life has continued to change and it's gone through
huge changes. There are two that are the biggest by far. One of them was when my beloved
Linda Francis entered my life, and another was when her soul returned home to non-physical
reality. And through that process and more | am who | am Now. | realize | always have been
who | am and more. But my awareness was very limited compared to what it is now, and what
it is now is very limited compared to a non-physical teacher, for example.

So all the things that I'm sharing with you and that | reminded you not to take is so because I'm
sharing them. All of them have come to me and my experience as this incarnation of Gary
Zukav in the Ear of Skrull and it's a tiny incarnation, like for those of you who are listening, I'm
holding my fingers about a quarter of an inch apart. But that's my understanding. And, by the
way, when you return home, which means when your personality dies, when your soul returns
home, you enter the fullness of non-physical reality again, and so you can see for yourself then
if what I'm saying is true. But until then, use your sense of meaning, see if you resonate with
what | say and experiment with it if you do so.

That began my first glimpse of non-physical reality, probably in my mid-30s, maybe 36, 37. I'll
be 83 soon and it's been continuing to unfold. And it's still continuing to unfold in ways that |
find at first impossible to describe, impossible. I'll give you an example. For example, |



discovered that the universe is inside me and there's no outside, that | am a unique expression
of the universe and so are you, so is everyone. At first | was talking to a non-physical teacher
and | said | can't explain, | can't say that out loud to anyone, it sounds preposterous even to
me. And he said that's because your awareness has not yet encompassed what it will, as you
continue to. To grow and it did | have and it did, for example. Here's another example to grow
and it did | have, and it did. For example. Here's another example In the old consciousness
there is an uncrossable, unclimbable barrier between in, here and out there, and from that
perspective it's ludicrous to say or think that you can change the world by changing yourself.

That barrier is not a part of the new consciousness. In, here and out, there are not different.
That means from that awareness, it is impossible to change the world without changing
yourself. There's no difference. In other words, we have become accustomed to experiencing
parts and relationships between them. There are no such things as parts, and there, never have
been. There is one and all is that. There is one and all is that. These are things that our new
consciousness is moving us toward, and it starts with the realization that I'm more than a body
and a mind. You are much more, and as the new consciousness emerges in you and in billions
of others, that becomes the defining characteristic of our species, that's how big and
unprecedented and epic this transformation is.

And to enter it consciously requires the things that I've mentioned learning to distinguish
between love and fear in yourself and the difference between what they create. When you act
with those intentions and | said that twice, because it's not what you say or what you do that
creates consequences in your life, it's what the intention is behind it. So when | say intention,
I'm not talking about. There are multitudes of intentions | want to go to Paris, | want to have a
family, | want to have a motorcycle, | think | have my hair cut, I'm going to start wearing.

These are not intentions, you might say. These are out-tensions. These are goals. These are
physical goals and intention is a quality of consciousness. And when you act or speak from
love or fear, which is the fundamental bedrock, can't get any lower duality in the earth school.
That quality of consciousness infuses your deed and your word. And if that quality of
consciousness is fear, that infuses what you say and what you do, that creates consequences.
Not what you say and not what you do, but the quality of consciousness with which you say it
love or fear. And if that quality of consciousness is love, you create entirely different
consequences for yourself. That's the power you have.

| got invited to a conference in Sweden, in Stockholm, shortly after the Dancing Wooly Masters
was published it won the American Book Award for Science, by the way and so it got this
invitation to me, and at that time | was so depressed, | mean so down hurting, because | had
just broken up with someone, the first woman | had really enjoyed being with. Otherwise, | had
sex with women and | didn't care anything about them or care to, and they felt the same about
me. But | liked her and we went on bicycle rides, and when we broke up, looking back on it,
because she saw that she didn't want to continue a relationship with a narcissistic person who
was addicted to sex, it was crushing to me. So | went to visit someone whom I'd heard speak



before. His name was Robert Johnson. He's a Jungian analyst. He's written some wonderful
books, he, she, we. So | drove down to see him and he suggested that | go into the desert
because he knew an older woman who allowed him and his students to use their house in the
desert when they needed it, and he said why don't you go into the desert and become
enlightened? That's how it's usually done. Robert's very laconic, has no social skills and is
direct. | didn't become enlightened. | don't know what that is but | had some experiences that
were life-changing for me. | learned how to experience my dreams. Then | went home to see
my parents because Robert didn't want me back in the house. He said you can't come back,
I've got guests. So | went home to see my parents because | realized | wanted to get to know
my dad before he died, because | loved him and always had a really hard time even being with
him, because | loved him and always had a really hard time even being with him. Then |
realized | can go to Sweden. Before | could not have even thought of going to Sweden, much
less presenting there.

What is multisensory perception? It's the new consciousness. It's more than five-sensory
perception. The five senses together form a single sensory system and its object of detection is
physical reality sensory system and its object of detection is physical reality Multisensory.
Humans have more than this single sensory system. They have another sensory system and
that makes them multisensory. So that's shorthand for people who have the new
consciousness and relate to what you and | are going to be discussing.

Then, what is intuition? What is intuitive intelligence, was your question. Intuition is the voice of
the non-physical world. It is our connection with wisdom and compassion that is beyond what
we can share with one another. It is at the heart of multisensory perception. Now, what is
intuitive intelligence?

Intelligence is a limited modality. It comes from the intellect. They have the same root source
the words do. The intellect is designed to work with the five senses. It analyzes and deduces
you might say it surveys data that the five senses provide it. It analyzes and deduces you might
say it surveys data that the five senses provided, and then it compares those data and
analyzes them and presents to its personality those things that it feels will be most helpful to its
personality in the pursuit of external power, which produces now only violence and destruction.
The intellect was not designed to grasp, much less comprehend or even communicate multi-
sensory experiences. So there will come a time in your life when you will leave your intellect
behind. Not that | don't respect the intellect I've got, by the way, a zip code, an email address
and passwords more than | can handle by myself but beyond that, the intellect has a limited



utility for you. Utility for you and a replacement for the intellect is emerging, and that is a higher
order of logic and understanding that originates in the heart. So these are the things that we'll
be discussing. | wouldn't say intuitive intelligence, because intelligence is not.

In my experience, what comes from non-physical teachers, from non-physical reality, it's
wisdom, it's clarity, it's a sense of compassion, and they're priceless. Being able to use your
intuition to speak with a non-physical teacher, that's where the capital T is priceless. And also,
in my experience, not all non-physical teachers are equal. Some of them are treasures, some of
them don't know as much as | know and some of them know a lot less. So just because
someone says I'm channeling a non-physical teacher doesn't mean you should accept what
they say.

Personality is
present and when a frightened part of your personality is present, for example, if a frightened
part of your personality is present, which means you're angry, you're jealous, you're resentful,
you're overwhelmed, you're compulsive or obsessive or competitive, or obsessive or
competitive. When you put your attention into certain areas in your body, such as your throat
area and your chest area and your solar plexus area, you will find physical sensations there, not
just feeling heavy, sad, depressed. Those are not physical sensations, those are poetic labels
and they do you no good in terms of changing your life. You're looking for physical sensations
like because it's a frightened part of your personality. The physical sensations you will
experience will be painful or uncomfortable, for example, throbbing, aching, stabbing, stinging,
burning, churning, contracting. And when you look at the thoughts that this part of your
personality is thinking, they'll always be judgmental or critical, such as | know all of this. | don't
even why am | even here? | know it already. Or this is way over my head. | don't think | could
understand it. | shouldn't be here. Or she's so stupid or I'm so stupid. This is what frightened
parts of your personality are always thinking and feeling. And when you put your attention into
these areas of your body, these are your energy processing centers. In the East these are
called chakras. That's a Sanskrit term. And when you feel uncomfortable or painful physical
sensations there, you know that you're in a part of your personality that originates in fear. And
that's how you know.

When you are experiencing a loving part of your personality, such as, for example, gratitude,
appreciation, caring, contentment, patience, awe of the universe, you're in a loving part of your
personality and the thoughts that it's thinking are just those. They're thoughts of gratitude,
appreciation, caring, patience, contentment and awe of the universe. Then you know you're in
a loving part of your personality. Now it's really critical to see this difference in terms of what
you create for yourself, because when you act or speak from a frightened part of your
personality, you create consequences that are painful, destructive, unhealthy, and when you
speak or act from a loving part of your personality, you create the opposite. You create
consequences or experiences for yourself that are healthy, constructive, open. They feel good.
So once you can distinguish a frightened part from a loving part, you can do something
remarkable, something people have wanted to do for a long time. You can begin to create your
life.

You can choose the experiences that you want to encounter in your life because, from a multi-
sensory perspective, your personality is not a single monolithic thing, and sometimes it's
depressed and sometimes it's ebullient, and sometimes it's grateful and sometimes it's raging.
It is like a mandala. It's got many, many different parts and each of them is experiencing what it
encounters in the world differently. And we can put these parts in two different baskets, so to
speak. In one basket, let's write fear on the outside, anger, jealousy, resentment, superiority,
inferiority, all of those things and every obsession and compulsion and addiction all of these
come from the fear basket. And on the other basket, let's write love on the outside. All of those
experiences come from the love basket and as you apply emotional awareness, you know



because you hurt and you're thinking critical thoughts, or it is this brightened part, or you feel
wonderful and you're thinking judge, loving, patient, grateful thoughts. You know, this is the
answer to your question. You know whether you're in a frightened part of your personality or a
loving part of your personality, and this is what the new consciousness allows us to see and
use the difference between love and fear and use the difference between love and fear. You are
not judged. If you decide to speak from love while a frightened part of your personality is active
in demanding that. You express it like anger or jealousy. You simply create different
experiences for yourself. And if you choose to act or speak from love while you're experiencing
a frightened part of your personality, you're not rewarded. You simply create different
experiences and that's the power you have now.

This is the essential learning, the essential teaching in the Earth School. It's a very important
place to be. It's not heaven's second rate hand-me-down. It is the place where souls
voluntarily experience, voluntarily incarnate, where portions of souls voluntarily incarnate to
learn this lesson that is fundamental in spiritual growth choice, the extent of your choice, the
great creative capacity that you are and the extent to which you are responsible for how you
use it completely. And that's what we're learning here and what are we learning through our
choices Love, how to love.

You can't create love. You can't say I'm going to be loving. Let me affirm that again. Let me
affirm it for the 600th time this month. It can't say I'm going to be loving. Let me affirm that
again. Let me affirm it for the 600th time this month. It won't do you any good.

To experience love, you need to find and experience intimately all of the parts of your
personality that do not love. It cannot love, that will never love. These are the frightened parts.
And experience them intimately that's emotional awareness and move beyond their control.
And as you do, these parts of your personality begin to lose their control over you and
eventually their control over you disintegrates. And that's the creation of authentic power.

Each time you are in a frightened part of your personality, you're angry, you're judgmental,
you're depressed, you're feeling superior and in that moment you choose, you use your
volition, your will to move your attention to a loving part of your personality, to a time when you
were loved and loving and you knew it and choose to speak or act from that part of your
personality, the loving part, while you are experiencing the frightened part. That's the moment
of creating authentic power. That's the moment when the rubber meets the spiritual road.
That's the moment when one of a multitude of possible realities falls into place and becomes
your reality. That's the moment when karma is created. That's the moment that you are
experimenting with consciously as you create authentic power. It's a huge transformation in
human consciousness where, from that perspective, we thought the world determines our
consciousness. From the new consciousness, we see that what lies behind our eyes has more
power than what lies in front of them. We're in new territory. We're in brand new territory, Julie,
all of us, and it's very exciting.

Yes, | can Create authentic power. Begin the process of becoming aware in your life, of using
your multisensory perception. Begin the process of looking inside yourself when you're feeling
emotional pain, instead of looking at the world Five sensory humans. When they feel emotional
pain, they look at the world because they believe that the world is the cause of the pain that
they feel, and so the only way to relieve themselves of that pain is to change the world. That's
the pursuit of external power. That's what produces only violence and destruction. When you
feel emotional pain and it doesn't matter where you are a mother, or whether you are single, or
whether you are a grandmother, or whether you are 13, because 12-year-olds and 13s can
comprehend these concepts quickly look inside you at the internal dynamics that you find, and
those internal dynamics are what are creating painful and blissful experiences in you, and
we've called those interior dynamics frightened parts of your personality and loving parts of
your personality. Parts of your personality and loving parts of your personality. And when you
change them which is the experience of creating authentic power you change yourself. Now
you begin to have traction. Now you begin to develop mastery in your life. Until then, you're
operating without awareness. Something happens in the world. You think it's in the world and
you blame them, your children, for example. One of them says | hate you. Well, from a two-
year-old that's one thing, from a 17-year-old, that's really more of a challenge. But what is your
experience? It's not coming from the world. The world is activating an internal dynamic in you
and when you change, when you try to change the world, those dynamics remain intact and in
place to be activated again by the world and again, and again, and again. But when you begin
to change them, you begin to change.

What about the husband who doesn't like his work? | don't give advice, so I'm not going to say
quit your job. What's the issue? There may be a thousand issues and most of them will be
supplied by fear. What about my children? I've got to supply. I've got to supply. I've got to
support them. I've got responsibilities. If | have a business, people are working for me. | can't
lay them off. You can do that, but you won't change yourself. Nothing will change in your life.

So the question is if someone is a mother with a child and a family, what can she do? Create
authentic power, understand that there is a transformation in her consciousness and in the
consciousness of humankind that is unprecedented. A new archetype of female and a new
archetype of male is now replacing the old, has replaced the old and she is trying to act under
the influence of the old. Let me illustrate that. The old archetype of female is fulfilled by bearing
and raising children. The old archetype of male is fulfilled by providing and protecting them.
These archetypes are ancient, as is the archetype of marriage, which was a natural division of
labor that enhanced the probability of survival for those in the marriage. All of that is changing.

A new female is emerging. The new female is not bound by the expectations of her culture or
society or tribe, or time or religion. She can do anything she wants. She's limited only by her
own aptitudes and abilities. She can become the head of a major corporation, she can be the
pilot of a 747. She can be an infantry soldier as well as a mother, a nanny and all of those
things. She's unstoppable. That's the new female.

As he becomes, the new male discovers that he cares for the elderly, he cares for the ill, he
cares for the young. He's intuitive, he's sensitive. You can see the new male everywhere. You
can see them in the grocery store, rolling duplex baby carriages as he shops for the family. You
can see them in concourses at every airport as they're walking between gates waiting for
planes and they're tapping a newborn on the butt to burp it. They care. They care when the
new female and the new male look for partners. They're looking for different things than the old



male and the old female. So they are looking for partners with whom to share the challenging,
demanding and ineffably rewarding journey of spiritual growth.

In the earth school and in fact we have a book on that called spiritual partnership, which will
spell out the dynamics of that dynamic and spiritual partnership is the archetype that is
replacing marriage. The spiritual partnership is a partnership between equals for the purpose of
spiritual growth, which is creating authentic power. And spiritual partners know that they have
souls and they know that they are together because they have souls and their togetherness
has to do with their souls. They know that they cannot create authentic power for each other,
but they can support each other and that's what they do. For example, a friend will say to a
friend who's just been fired from a job, for example oh | understand, | understand that's
difficult, but you're a great guy and you're going to get another job. Or if he just got a divorce,
you're going to say you're going to move through this, it's going to be fine. In fact, there's
someone in my office who's had her eye on you for some time and I'll introduce you. That's
what friends say to each other.

Frightened parts speak to frightened parts. But, as spiritual partners say to one another, where
are you feeling that in your body? Where did what you just say come from? Love or fear? What
was your intention when you just spoke? They say things that will help the spiritual partner
become more aware of her interior dynamics and processes. They will help her or him create
authentic power rather than struggle to recreate external power, which now is entirely
destructive and painful.

All of this is part of the new consciousness.

You do not need to follow this. You do not need to do anything. You are a chooser. More than
that, you are choice. You do not need to do anything. You are a chooser. More than that, you
are choice. You are a powerful and creative, compassionate and loving spirit, and that pain in
your life is the distance between that reality and your self-perception, and that pain in your life
is coming from frightened parts of your personality, and they are precious. They're precious,
julie, when you experience one, because that is the universe's, the gracious universe's way of
bringing your attention to a part of your personality that you must experience intimately and
move beyond the control of in order to give the gifts that you were born to give. You can't give
the gifts you were born to give while you're in the control of a frightened part of your
personality. You can't give those gifts while you're angry or jealous, or resentful, or in the grip of
an addictive sexual craving, or for food or drugs, or for appreciation or for love.

And when you encounter a frightened part of your personality and it's activated by something
that happens in the physical world for example, someone says something to you, as you
become multi-sensory and create authentic power, you'll become able to say to that person,
maybe not out loud but in your heart thank you, thank you, | need I. This I've been creating with
this part of my personality all my life and it's so painful and | never thought about it. But you're
right, this part of my personality is jealous. You're right, this part of my personality condemns
people. You're right, this part of my personality creates destructively and it hurts me when I'm
in it.

This is the earth school. It's entirely compassionate. It is entirely love. The universe is a
universe of love and every experience that you have in the earth school serves your spiritual
development, serves your spiritual development. Its purpose is to bring the awareness of your
soul into the consciousness of your personality, so that you become one through whom the
energy of your soul flows effortlessly, like the breath of a musician through a flute. That is the
experience of an authentically powerful personality. You cannot tell where she ends and her
soul begins. Everyone will create authentic power. Maybe you won't in your lifetime. Eventually
you will. No one flunks to your school.

Your soul
incarnated in order to experience physicalness and to evolve through the choices of its
incarnations, through the free will of its incarnations. No one knows what you will choose in
your future of its incarnations. No one knows what you will choose in your future. No non-
physical teacher knows what he will choose. You, as | mentioned, do not even know what you
will choose tomorrow. The Earth School is for the evolution of your soul and everything in it.
Every experiencing in it, experience in it serves that purpose. That's why you incarnate it. You
incarnate it because your soul chose to, and not all souls that choose are how to put this, are
granted that experience, are granted that experience.

Your incarnation was not a frivolous thing. Your soul consulted with the universe, with which
you have a sacred contract. Every soul that's incarnate does Every incarnation does. Every
soul that's incarnate does Every incarnation does. Your soul consulted with its non-physical
guides and teachers. It consulted with other souls with whom it might interact.

The complexity of this is not a simple thing. It's not that you incarnate. There is no
predetermination.
